Signed health and medical record – (Scout Medical form) troop will collect all

Signed permission slips – troop will collect all

SLEEPING

Waterproof ground cloth or lightweight tarp

Folding cot – not mandatory

Foam pad or air mattress

Sleeping bag

Packable or small pillow

CLOTHING
1 Pair long pants (no jeans if at all possible, zip offs work great!)

Hiking Shorts (couple of pair)

Swim suit 

T-shirts – (several, some cotton okay)

Underwear 

Gloves - lightweight

Hat (brimmed to keep sun off your head)

Wool or polypro ski cap

1 Pair walking shoes or hiking boots

1 Pair tennis shoes or sneakers

1 Pair shower shoes

1 warm jacket or sweatshirt, or Fleece sweat shirt/sweater

Socks, (3-4 pair)

Thermal underwear top and bottoms – can be used as PJs to save weight

Bath Towel or lightweight pack towel

Plastic zip-top freezer bags – assorted sizes – excellent way to keep clean & dirty separate, and organized.

One sturdy plastic coat hanger

OTHER PERSONAL ITEMS

Prescription drugs – if required, in a zip-lock bag
Personal Toiletries

Toothpaste and Toothbrush

Soap and wash cloth, shampoo, etc.

Personal Mess Kit
